Applications for dual language street nameplates can be submitted by:
· A resident* of a property in a street (commercial or residential) may apply to Newry, Mourne and Down District Council to request a street nameplate erected in the street in a language other than English.

· An elected member may apply to Newry, Mourne and Down District Council to request for street nameplate on behalf of a *resident(s) in their electoral area. Elected members must provide the name and address of the resident(s) who they are submitting the request on behalf of.

· A developer of a new street may apply to Newry, Mourne and Down District Council to request a street nameplate erected in the new street in a language other than English

*Residents shall be taken to be a person who resides in a dwelling (one person per dwelling over the age of 18) (including a house, flat, maisonette or house in multiple occupancy (HMO)) located on the street, plus the owner or tenant in actual possession of commercial premises, but not employees within such premises.
