• Ní ceadmhach scoláireacht eile ó chistí poiblí a bheith ag an iarratasóir (m.sh. 
sparánacht Líofa) 
 

• Ní mór don iarratasóir an cúrsa Gaeilge a chríochnú 
 

• Ní mór don iarratasóir (*nó do lucht eagraithe an chúrsa) fianaise ar thinreamh agus 
ar íocaíocht na dtáillí cúrsa a sholáthar. 
 

• Clúdóidh an sparánacht seo táillí i leith an chúrsa amháin (ní chlúdófar costais taistil) 
 

• Tá iarratasóirí i dteideal cur isteach ar 50% de tháillí iomlán an chúrsa suas go 
huasmhéid £300 
 

• Ní ghlacfar le hiarratais go siarghabhálach 
 

• Ní thairgfear ach sparánacht amháin an duine in aghaidh na bliana airgeadais (1

Please find below the main conditions relating to applications for the Irish 
Language Bursary Scheme. Please read these conditions carefully. 
 

• Applicants must be resident in the Newry, Mourne and Down District Council area 
(proof of address will be required) 

 
• In the case of minors, applicants must have parental / guardian 

permission to attend the Irish Language course 
 

• Applicants must be registered to attend an Irish Language course 
 

• Applicants must not be in receipt of another scholarship from public funds (eg 
Líofa Bursary) 

 
• Applicants must complete the Irish Language course 

 
• Applicants must provide proof of full payment of fees and attendance at the Irish 

Language course (* this may be provided by course administrators) 
 

• The bursary will cover course fees only (not travel) 
 

• Applicants are eligible to apply for 50% of total fees for the course up to a maximum 
of £300 in total 

 
• Retrospective applications will not be considered 

 
• Only one bursary offer per person per financial year is permitted (01 April 2023 – 31st
